	Comment by Dr. Howorko: The running head title is a shortened version of the paper’s title or the main title if less than 50 characters (including spaces and punctuation) that appears flushed left in all capitals letters and will appear on every page following. Page numbers begin on the first page (title page), flushed right and follow on every subsequent page without interruption. Note no “RUNNING HEAD:” label is included in APA 7th ed.	Comment by Dr. Howorko: Your paper is to be double-spaced throughout (including title and reference pages), length written in APA style (7th ed.), with one-inch margins all around, and uses either 11-point Calibri, 11-point Arial, 10-point Lucida Sans Unicode, 12-point Times New Roman, 11-point Georgia, or 10-point Computer Modern. (Check with publisher, instructor, or institution for guidance in cases of uncertainty).  Primary (original and interpreted) and/or secondary citations within the text are to follow the APA format as described in the APA tutorial.  Make sure your right- and left-hand margins are not set a default of 3.17 centimeters (1.25 inches) instead of 2.54 cm (one inch). You will need to change these to comply with the mandatory requirements for this course of 2.54 cm. You can change this under page layout and margins.
Never use a template for academic papers that use fancy colors or font styles.

	Comment by Dr. Howorko: Paper’s title should be centered, boldface and written in upper and lowercase lettering. It should be three or four lines below the top margin of the page header.

Author’s Name (s)	Comment by Dr. Howorko: Authors’ names appear two lines below the title. Type the Author’s name(s) as follows: first name, middle initial(s), and last name. Omit all profession titles and/or degrees (i.e. Dr., PhD, MA).
Author’s Institutional Affiliation	Comment by Dr. Howorko: Immediately following the author’s name, type the institutional affiliation, which should indicate the location where the author(s) conducted the research. If the authors represent multiple institutions use superscripted numbers to indicate which author is affiliated with which institution. Do not use superscript numbers if all authors belong to the same institution.








Author Note	Comment by Dr. Howorko: A professional paper should include an ‘Author Note’ bold and centered, beneath the institutional affiliation, and in the bottom half of the title page. It should be divided up into several paragraphs, with any paragraphs that are not relevant omitted. Each paragraph should be formatted as its own indented paragraph



Note: This title page is not be used for course papers. Students use the Sample title page instead. This title page is for authors who will be publishing. 
Insert a page break.	Comment by Dr. Howorko: After the title page, and body of paper (before the references) you should have a page break inserted so that these sections are separated with the proceeding sections. You will find this located in the title bar tabs. Unless the publisher states otherwise, follow their guidelines.
